Shelter kit that saved lives for people who
lost their homes

Immediately after the cyclone, in the devastated areas of
Ayeyarwady Division where most houses were washed away, we
distributed "shelter kits," a complete set of materials for house
rebuilding.

In 11 months, we distributed shelter kits to 4,500 households in the
areas of Ayeyarwady Division most affected by the disaster, and
10,080 tin roof sheets provided by Aeon Group to 42 elementary
schools that were completely or half destroyed.

Immediately after the disaster, people who evacuated into asylums
or cabins built with tarp and available materials that cannot keep rain
and wind out, were able to build safe homes by using our shelter kits.

Aid recipients were pleased with our support, and voiced opinions
such as, "it was really glad to be provided with materials similar to
that used for my house before the disaster,” and "I can get good
sleep even during heavy rain and wind." Our Myanmar staff members
were also very happy for being able to provide relief that they could
not provide alone, and worked very hard for the affected people.

After the cyclone, we immediately conducted an assesment of the
damage situation, and started our relief activities in the affected
divisions of Yangon and Ayeyarwady.

Within one month after the cyclone, we provided emergency
distribution of food, daily life products, and clothes to over 30,000
families.

Then, we developed an education environment for children,
including school building repair, temporary classroom construction,
and teaching material distribution. After three months of the
cyclone, we also aimed to reestablish the lives of households in the
fisherman’ s villages and provided boats and fishing nets as well as
training to manage those equipment.

I was involved in the distribution of emergency relief items as a
local representative. Our relief activities with the support from JPF
have been highly praised by other organizations. That also enabled us
to promptly provide aid to many children whose lives were
devastated overnight. The bright smiles on children’ s faces when
they received stationery from us were very impressive.
